Today's Jewish communities that can afford to reside in houses instead of caves, drive cars instead of camels, and lounge in Olympic-size swimming pools, can easily afford also to build comfortable kosher Mikvas, if they only want to, even for the small difference in price between a basic and a luxury car, each of which is capable of transporting us to the same place. People have the means to get what they need and desire. Nowadays if a community does not possess a Mikva, it is only because they feel that they have “no need” for it, because they neither study nor observe Mikva. Therefore before providing them with the funds to build a Mikva, to ensure that it will be used, we must first conduct Mikva outreach educational programs with the following goals: 

1. Convince the entire community to the importance of learning and observing Mikva. 

2. They will then invest their own funds to build their own Mikva. 

3. The Mikva will be even dearer to them, because they built it by themselves with love and compassion. In other words: for the price of building one Mikva, an effective Mikva outreach campaign can get thousands of Jews to learn, observe and build their own Mikvas. Hence, prompting Jews to observe Mikva is much more important than building the structures for them. For those who want to observe the Mitzva there are many options. Until they will build their own Mikva, they can either temporarily travel, or move, to a community that possesses one, or use natural Mikvas such as a spring, well, river, lake or sea. However those whom we fail to convince of the importance of Mikva will not observe the Mitzva no matter how easy we make it for them, or how beautiful the Mikva will be! Therefore, we maintain that every community who contemplates building a Mikva should first invest at least 20% of their Mikva building budget in Mikva education outreach to their entire community, plus a recommended 10% of their budget for global Mikva outreach.

Therefore rather than worrying about the funds to build a Mikva, we must first ensure that the people in the community will want to use it by conducting a Mikva outreach educational program with these goals:

1. Convince the entire community to the importance of learning and observing Mikva.
2. They will then raise the funds to build the Mikva on their own.
3. The Mikva will then be even dearer to them, because they have built it by themselves with love and dedication.
For the cost of constructing one Mikva, an effective Mikva outreach campaign can reach thousands of Jews and inspire them to learn about, observe and build their own Mikvas. 

The problem is not that building a Mikva is too expensive. If people are properly motivated to use it, cost is not an issue. Those who really want to observe the Mitzva will find a way. If there is no Mikva in their community yet, they can travel to a community that possesses one, or use natural Mikvas such as a spring, well, river, lake or sea. But those who do not appreciate the importance of Mikva will not observe the Mitzva no matter how easy we make it for them, or how beautiful the Mikva may be! That is why any community which is considering a Mikva building campaign should start with by investing at least 20% of their Mikva construction budget in Mikva education outreach to their entire community, as well as a substantial commitment to support global Mikva outreach efforts.
