   The Sanctity of the Jewish People, the Synagogue and its surroundings require being dressed accordingly:

1. Head covering, hat or yarmelke - ("yare-me'eloka" – Fear of G-d), Kipa in modern Hebrew, (except for single girls).

2. Shirt covering till the neck.
3. Sleeves, at least till below the elbow.
4. Pants for men. Dress or skirt without slit, till half the way between the knee and ankle, the rest covered with nontransparent socks.  (Even  Ha'ezer 115:4, Shulhan Aruh, Mishna Brura 2:4).
Dress Modestly at all Times and Places!!
In this merit you and your children will be blessed!

(Yoma 47).
