Intentions during immersion – 

are they required?


“A woman who fell into a Mikva unintentionally is permitted to her home (her husband) and forbidden to eat Truma (holy foods),” (Chulin 31). One may ask: If she is considered purified and permitted to her husband, why then is she forbidden to eat holy foods?


During other purifying immersions, which do concern only the relations between a person and G-d, we are required to have intentions to purify ourselves during the immersion process, since G-d, who is “Bochen Klayot Valev,” knows exactly what our intentions are. However, a woman immerses in the Mikva also for her relationship with her husband, and if her immersion would require intention, husbands would be unable to live with their wives since it is impossible for a human being to verify another’s intentions. Therefore, G-d had decreed that a woman is exempt from intention during her immersion for the Mitzvah of Family Purity, although it is praiseworthy and propitious.
