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Men before Women!
The first thing that Adam has done on the first Sunday of life, right after his expulsion from the Garden of Eden: He repented and immersed in the Shiloach Spring-Mikva, which is near the Western Wall in Yerushalayim, crying and petitioning The Creator, to forgive and atone his sin of consuming from the Tree of Knowledge. After that, Chava too repented and immersed, and became the first woman to observe meticulously the laws of Family Purity. Since then, righteous and prudent women, of all the generations, even before the Mount Sinai Revelation, has meticulously observed the laws of Family Purity. And since receiving the Torah, the laws of Family Purity are the prime and most important laws of every Jewish wife. (Pirkai D'Rabi Eliezer 20). In our generation, the most satisfying answer, to women's question: "Why Us?" Is: "Madame! I [man] have immersed already this morning!" Therefore, our sages have arranged that the opening sentence of the Talmud should deal with immersion of the Priests, [men], in contrast to the immersion of women which is discussed mainly in the last volume of the Talmud. The message is loud and clear, the learning and immersion of men is essential for the transmission of the concept of Family Purity. Since educating requires a personal example.
