 Our brothers and sisters in Yerushalayim and in the entire State of Israel, are facing today severe threats of terror, at the hands of the grandchildren of Ishmael. Jewish communities around the world are facing problems beyond terror and security: danger of assimilation and intermarriage. It is time for us to realize that our problems in the State of Israel and around the world are intertwined, and are spiritual, not strictly political. Therefore, they cannot be resolved politically. The Talmud states: “Ishmael, the forefather of the suicide bombers of today, repented and abandoned his plans to annihilate his Jewish half-brother. He acknowledged our forefather Yitzchak’s birthright and the rights of the Jews to the Holy-land. He passed on this legacy to his children and grandchildren.” Hence, it is clear that the trouble we suffer by the grandsons of Ishmael serve only as the ”stick with which G-d punishes Yisrael – the Jewish People.” Since history repeats itself, studying our past, will certainly help us to better understand how to overcome and solve the problems of the present. (see Pinchas, Bamidbar 25:1-11).

     “Vayeshv Yaakov,” ‘Yaakov aspired to dwell in peace, instead he was beset by the problem of Yosef.’

     “Vayeshev Yisrael baShitim.” The Jewish People dwelt peacefully and comfortably, supplied with Manna and protected with the 7 Clouds of Glory, in a place called Shitim. The Midrash explains that Shitim = “Foolishness” because, as often happens in life, when people enjoy peace and prosperity, they fall into the trap of unnecessary problems. Though blessed with extraordinary peace and tranquility, they foolishly fell into the trap of intermarriage with the daughters of Moav. This provoked G-d’s anger, and 24,000 people died. The people came running to Moshe to ask for his intervention with G-d to stop the plague. 

     G-d revealed to Moshe: “Nothing will halt the plague without first stopping the foolishness. Summon the leadership and single them out!” The Zohar states that “Them,” includes the leaders who do not seek actively to halt the actions that caused the plague. “Therefore, those leaders will be punished first!” Leaders are responsible for the behavior of the people. 

     The Torah records that no one other than “Pinchas, the son of Elazar, the grandson of Aharon HaCohen,” answered the call! Obviously, the leadership did not budge. Only one unknown man till then, with unidentified talents, fame or titles, only identified through his family, volunteered to the task. One man was able to halt the foolishness, to bring the people back to reason and stop the death plague that threatened to annihilate, G-d forbid, the entire Jewish people! 

      The message is clear! G-d had arranged our salvation through one man, to teach us that: Any one person, can save our People! Anyone can be a Pinchas! Everyone should be a Pinchas!       

     24,000 people died in the Shitim plague and, about 1400 years later, an equal number (24,000) of the great Rabbi Akiva’s students died. According to the coincidence of the exact same number of dead, it was due to the following: Only the students of Rabbi Akiva being on an especially high spiritual level, were able to atone for the souls of the 24.000 who died at the Shitim, due to their lewd involvement with the daughters of Moav. This teaches us a double message: A. How seriously G-d considers intermarriage. B. How far in time the leadership remains responsible for the foolishness of the people – 1400 years! (Zohar, Shmot 24-35, Likutai Anshai Shem, Pinchas - Bamidbar 25:1-11).     

     In our present times, many holy Jews have been murdered in the land of Israel, and around the world, by evil people, the grandsons of Ishmael, for the only sin of being a Jew. In addition many other Jews all over the world have died for many causes: sickness, wars, accidents and others. We must pray for an end to this “plague.” We must also search for the root causes. Is it the same “foolishness” with the daughters of Moav that repeats itself nowadays? Is it the high percentage of intermarriage and a laxity in the laws of Family Purity and Sanctity? Are there additional failings for which we must repent in order to stop these death plagues since all Jews are responsible one for another? Rabbis and observant Jews are the leadership, whose responsibility is to halt the wrongdoings that certainly are part of the cause of these plagues! To those who argue, “It is not in my nature to be a zealot, to act with a spear like Pinchas,” Sanhedrin 94 is teaches us that Yerushalayim and our communities can be saved without a spear. 2705 years ago, Sancheriv besieged Yerushalayim with 185.000 officers and millions of soldiers. G-d ordered the angel Gavriel to destroy them all, in the middle of the night, before they had a chance to shoot even one arrow. The Talmud asks, “In what merit was Yerushalaim saved? T’hilim (psalms) were certainly recited, tearful prayers were offered, and many good deeds performed. Nevertheless, the Talmud claims that Yerushalayim was saved “In the merit that ALL our people, young and old, men and women, were well versed in the laws of Purity and Sanctity = Mikva immersion, which guarantees the observance of the Mitzva, and brings salvation of our people.”

   The message is strong and clear: 1. Mikva is the most powerful Mitzva, capable of Saving Yerushalayim and our people, because immersion leads to the recognition of G-d and repentance, which demands absolute obedience to all His commandments! 2. It is not enough that you and I observe Mikva! We must reach and inspire the TOTALITY of our people to observe and learn Mikva! This is a preventive medicine, dealing with the Cause in order to eliminate the Effect. 

     In an affluent open society, it is almost impossible to stop intermarriage without Mikva! Where Jewish youth mingle freely with non-Jews, in the schooling system, at work and at the market place, and particularly at an age in life when the fire of lust burns within. Since gentile daughters are educated and at times required by their parents, to seek, lure and catch Jewish boys, because they are affluent, smarter and serve as better husbands, (as the Midianit Kosby the daughter of king Tzur, had done by the command of her father, in order to trip up the Jewish people). Equally, gentile young men are ready for an extra effort and a greater investment, in order to hook a Jewish girl, because they are affluent, smarter, belong to, what even they perceive as, an higher society and act as better and devout mothers and spouses, (as the Hivi, Sh’hem son of Hamor, was ready to bequeath his entire fortune, in order to merit the daughter of Ya’akov). Beyond that, as a tiny Jewish minority within a gigantic ocean of gentiles, there are an overwhelming greater number of gentile competitors, for every available Jewish boy and girl, and without Mikva, our youth are not equipped to resist the intermarriage temptations. (Bamidbar 25:15, Breshit 34:12).
     How can Mikva stop intermarriage? If those involved are made to understand the sanctity of our people and our special calling as carriers of G-d’s torch to serve as a spiritual light to the nations, they will realize what they and their children stand to lose through intermarriage, beyond the fact that the majority of children from intermarried parents desert Judaism. This sanctity cannot be perceived with any of our 5 senses; therefore, a powerful “sixth sense” must be utilized which is “Purity – realized through Mikva immersion – which leads to Sanctity.” (Sota, Last Mishna). Observing and learning about Mikva leads to the sublime perception of Sanctity, to the understanding of the importance, merit, holiness and blessings of being a Jew. This creates the passion to remain within the Jewish fold until the end of days. Therefore, without Mikva there is no hope, no Tikva, to stop intermarriage. Intermarriage can be Stopped the “hard way” or by embracing the Mitzva of Mikva! The Choice is Ours!
